 2006 Annual Awards

We will be giving out the Annual Awards at our meeting in January, 2008.  If your dog has earned an AKC title in the
field, obedience or conformation ring during the period of November 2006 through November 2007 and you are an
R.C.L.R.C. member of good standing, you are eligible for this award.

If you have bred the dog, you will receive a “Breeder Award”.  The owner of the dog shall receive an individual award.

Your dog must have finished an American or Canadian Championship, obedience title, hunting title or working certificate
to qualify.  Dockdog and UKC titles are also included this year!.

Dogs that have finished their championship and earned a title in two different performance disciplines are eligible for the
“All Around” Labrador award.

Dogs are also eligible for the “Versatility” Award or “Certificate of Achievement” Award.

“Versatility” Award a dog must earn a working title in two different areas from the following:

A) Obedience – OTCH, UDX, UD, CDX, or CD
B) Hunting – FC, AFC, MH, SH or JH
C) Tracking – VST, TDX or TD
D) Agility – MAX, MAD, OAD OR NAD

· E)    Rally  - RN, RA, RE
· F)   Dock Dogs NJ, JJ, SJ, MJ, EJ

And in addition one certificate from the following: CGC, TDI, Delta Society, WC, WCX or TT.

!!!  NEW  DNA  TEST  FOR  COAT  LENGTH  IN  LABRADO R  RETRIEVERS  !!!

  DDC Veterinary, in Fairfield, Ohio, is now offering a new DNA test for coat length among Labrador
Retrievers. This test was developed at Michigan State University, by Dr. Donna Housley and Dr. Patrick
Venta.
  Long-haired coat length is inherited as an autosomal recessive trait. Therefore, dogs that are carriers of
the long-hair mutation will appear to be normal (short hair) themselves, but will likely pass on the
long-hair mutation 50% of the time.
  The purpose of this new test is to accurately identify coat-length genotypes. Breeders can use DNA
testing as a tool to more effectively manage mating patterns and make better selection decisions.

There are 3 possible genotypes for coat length:
1) N/N Clear (those having 2 copies of the normal short-hair allele [N] and appear to be short-haired)
2) N/F Carrier (those having 1 copy of the normal short-hair allele [N] and 1 copy of the long-hair
mutation [F] and appear to be short-haired)
3) F/F Affected (those having 2 copies of the long-hair mutation [F] and appear to be long-haired)

Some highlights regarding this new test:
* DNA samples can be collected easily at home using buccal (cheek) swabs provided as part of a free
DNA sample collection kit. 
* Dogs can be DNA tested at ANY age.
* The cost for testing is $58 (US) per canine with a $10 discount per test for 5 or more samples submitted
at the same time.
* A detailed DNA report will be mailed within 10 business days of receipt of the samples.  Results can
